ADDRESS YOUR SAFETY

The follow information was prepared by the Little Rock City Safety Commission:
The first step toward saving lives and protecting property is the ability to locate the address.  Help us protect you by ensuring your address can be found in an emergency.  Even something as simple as ordering pizza becomes a headache when the delivery person shows up late and explains, “I got lost!”   But when you call 9-1-1, it’s a little more serious.  Your address shows on the computer when you call, but the units responding must be able to find that address posted on your house in order to help you.

On September 28, 1988, the Little Rock City Board of Directors passed an important ordinance, # 15559, requiring all city addresses to be identified by reflective numbers.  This was a bold step toward ensuring the well-being of Little Rock citizens and, if followed, enables emergency vehicles to react rapidly.

ADDRESSING ORDINANCE # 15559

Revised Code Manual / Article-7 Section 30-302

The numbers shall not be less than three (3) inches in height for residential structures and shall not be less than six (6) inches in height for non-residential structures.  The numbers shall be on a durable reflective material on a color contrasting background to promote enhanced visibility.

The numbers shall be conspicuously placed immediately above, or at the side of the proper door of each building so the number can be seen plainly from the street on which the structure is situated.  If the number is not clearly discernible from the street line or otherwise obscured, the number or numbers assigned shall be placed near the walk, driveway, or common entrance to such building, and affixed upon a gate post, fence, mailbox, post or other appropriate place so as to be easily discernible.

Numbers painted or stenciled on the curb shall not be a lawful substitute for the display of address numbers prescribed by this ordinance.  (Such numbers are too easily obscured by parked vehicles and weather conditions).

BASIC REQUIREMENTS

How large do the numbers have to be?  At least 3 inches high, for residential structures.

What type of material should the numbers be made of?  The numbers should be made of a durable reflective material.  In order for the numbers to be seen, they should be a color that contrasts with the background where they are placed.

I have my house number painted on the curb.  Is this satisfactory?  No.  Numbers painted on the curb are not a lawful substitute for requirements of this ordinance.  Parked vehicles often block such numbers.

Can I write the numbers out, e.g., “twenty-seven” instead of “27”?  No. The ordinance requires numerals only.
